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2007/2008 KELLER CANYON MITIGATION FUND GRANT 
HELPED SPAY/NEUTER AND IMMUNIZE PETS OF SPANISH 
SPEAKING FAMILIES. 

HARP received funds to help raise awareness among Spanish speaking people of the benefit to spay and 
neuter their pets, to foster a relationship with a local veterinarian, and to learn the importance of dog 
licensing. There is little information in Spanish available to this group of our citizens. District V, which 
is represented by County Supervisor Federal Glover, includes Antioch, Bay Point, Bethel Island, Oakley, 
and Pittsburg. Around thirty percent of the residents in this area report that the primary language 
they speak at home is Spanish. We reached out to 5 veterinarians in District V (Antioch Veterinary 
Hospital, Cypress Veterinary Hospital, East Hills, Tail Wag Inn, and Well Pet Vet Hospital) who altered 
41 dogs and cats and gave 55 immunizations. To start this project we solicited the help of Stephanie 
and Andres Amijo and  Angelina  Soucy. Stephanie and Andres, who speak Spanish, approached 
customers at PETsMART and Pet Food Express and asked them to fill out a survey on pet care. As a 
result of these 120 surveys, some pet owners agreed to participate.  Thanks to Humphrey's on the 
Delta owner Eva Quesada-Romero who donated Sunday brunch for two to winners of a drawing of 
survey participants. We also thank  Marisa Gongalez who translated documents into Spanish for the 
grant.
